Kentucky ITLS Steering Committee
Meeting Minutes

December 8, 2009

I. Call to Order
a. Dr. Craig Carter called to order the regular meeting of the ITLS Steering Committee at 1300 hours on December 8, 2009 in Frankfort, KY.
b. The following persons were in attendance:

II. Approval of minutes from last meeting
a. The members present reviewed the minutes from the last meeting.
b. The minutes were approved as written.
III. Financial Report
a. The  balance after all current expenses paid is $19,391.93
b. Some fees are outstanding from classes.
c. The detailed report was reviewed and approved.
IV. Open Issues
a. Website

i. Beverly has updated some of the website.
ii. She had a computer breakdown and the new software will not run the website program.
iii. Dr. Carter suggested purchasing a laptop for ITLS use.
iv. A $1,000.00 budget was set.
v. A unanimous vote was taken.
b. Expired Instructors
i. Jeanne stated a lot of instructors are due to expire.
ii. She suggested we extend the expiration dates and give everyone the same expiration date to make tracking them easier.
iii. Dr. Carter asked how long that would extend the current certification by.
iv. Jeanne stated she would like to set the expiration date to June 30 of each year.
v. For those about to expire it would give them another 6 months to get their classes in or take an instructor update class.
vi. A concern voiced was those instructors who have been certified for 2-3 years and never taught a class.
vii. Jeanne stated that she agreed that those who have not taught while being an instructor should not have their instructorship extended any further.
viii. A unanimous vote was taken to extend the expiration date to June.
V. New Business
a. Conference
i. The conference offered different classes in each block that could be taken.
ii. Ed and Jeanne attended from our chapter and split up to take different classes being offered.
iii. E-Trauma on line course will be coming out.
1. It will be offered for continuing education.
2. If you want a card you will have to take a one day class with skill stations and a test.
3. The cost is $132.00 per person; a book is included.
4. The student can take up to a year to finish the class once you get your identification number.
iv. Pediatric Trauma Course is really being pushed.
1. We do not offer this in Kentucky at this time.
2. Would be a good program to offer.
v. ITLS Conference will be in Reno, NV next year.
a. Dates are November 4-6, 2010.
b. Will put on schedule to discuss next year.
b. Louisville Concerns
i. Rockey Johnson is the ITLS Affiliate for Jefferson county EMS.
ii. When Jefferson County EMS and Louisville Fire merged they taught PHTLS which is what the surrounding area in Indiana taught.
iii. Now they want all their staff to have ITLS.
iv. Rockey is the only instructor/Affiliate for the Louisville F.D. with very few instructors in the Louisville area.
v. He wants to take 5-6 former instructors who expired within the past year and give them an update class and recertify them as instructors to help with these classes.
vi. Concerns were raised that doing this would set a precedent for others who want to regain their instructorship without going through the established process.
vii. It was decided that a one-time recertification class would be offered for them.
viii. Jeanne is to review the people Rockey selects to ensure they have the experience needed for the class.
ix. A $25.00 fee will be assessed for each instructor renewal.
c. Dr. Andrew Bernard
i. Dr. Bernard has received approval from the state legislature for a statewide trauma system, but without any state funding.
ii. He sent an email to Jeanne stating he fully supports ITLS and trauma education.
iii. He plans to offer free ITLS training for every EMT in the state, once he gets funding.
d. Plaque for Dr. Julia Martin
i. Dr. Martin has given ITLS 13 years of service.
ii. We want to give her an award/plaque recognizing her service.
iii. Beverly and Jeanne to research prices and options.
iv. Price range of $100.00-$150.00.
v. Dr. Carter stated we did not need to wait for the next meeting to get approval, but could email the options to him and Jeanne for approval.
e. Donation to Church
i. Hope community Church allowing us to use the facility without charge.
ii. We can use them as often as we like and for as long as needed.
iii. A donation would be a good way to show our appreciation.
iv. Beverly recommended $40.00 for each quarter or a total of $160.00.
v. A unanimous vote was taken.
f. International Rescue and Emergency Care Association
i. They are having their conference in Louisville June 21-26, 2010.
ii. They want to coordinate with the KY chapter to offer an ITLS course at the conference.
iii. We need to ensure we can provide enough instructors to offer a good class if we commit to the course.
iv. Should have enough with the recertification class in Louisville and instructors on the Steering Committee.
v. Jeanne to talk to them about number of students, cost of the course and pay for instructors.
vi. Jeanne to also ask about passes for the instructors to attend the rest of the conference.
VI. Dates for 2010 Meetings
a. It was decided to make the second Wednesday of each quarter month the standard meeting date.
