I. Call to order

a. Louisville Recertification Class

i. Rockey sent Jeanne a list of former instructors for the class and she approved them.

ii. Rockey sent Beverly an email stating he has had to cancel the instructor update class three times due to weather.  He plans to have it this month and have the first provider class in April.
b. Expiration Dates

i. Jeanne decided to update the instructors as they become due to renew.  She is adjusting the expiration dates forward or backward to June depending on which is closer to their current expiration month.

V. New Business: 

a. ITLS Instructor Online Update

i. The current newsletter from ITLS has an online instructor class for the 6e update.

ii. The instructor must have a current card before they can take the online class OR the chapter coordinator must approve them before they can take it to renew their instructorship.
b. Beverly getting Coordinator status for website

i. In order for Beverly to have access to instructor files to assist Jeanne in updating files or renewing cards she either has to have state coordinator status or use Jeanne’s login.

ii. The members discussed it and then decided unanimously to give Beverly coordinator status.
c. CECBEMS continuing education hours for teaching/renewing

i. We are due to renew the Training and Education Institution status to offer continuing education hours for ITLS provider classes.

ii. Since the international office is now affiliated with CECBEMS it is not necessary to have TEI give continuing education hours.
iii. Dr. Carter asked what it would take to get the TEI status back if we needed it.

iv. Jeanne and Mark stated it would be easy to do again if we needed to.

v. It was unanimously decided to allow it to lapse.
